General

1. Disconnect power tool and attachment
from power supply when not in
use, before servicing, when making
adjustments and when changing
accessories such as cutters. Ensure
switch is in “off” position. Always
ensure cutter has stopped rotating.

2. Always mount the power tool,
accessory or attachment in conformity
with the instructions. Only use
attachment and accessories specified
in the power tool manual. The tool or
attachment should not be modified or
used for any application other than
that for which it was designed. Do not
force tool.

3. Keep children and visitors away. Do
not let children or visitors touch the
tool, accessory or attachment. Keep
children and visitors away from work
area. Make the workshop child proof
with padlock and master switch.

4. Dress properly. Do not wear loose
clothing or jewellery, they can be
caught in moving parts. Rubber
gloves and non-skid footwear
is recommended when working
outdoors. Wear protective hair
covering to contain long hair.

5. Consider working environment. Do

Have any
damage repaired by an Authorised
Service Agent before using the tool or
accessory. Protect tools from impact
and shock.

15. Do not use tool if switch does not turn
it on or off. Have defective switches
replaced by an Authorised Service
Agent.

Do not
use awkward or uncomfortable hand
positions.

Never carry out any maintenance on the
machine without first disconnecting from the
mains supply or when is left unattended or
reachable by children or disables.

The machine should never be immersed and
never use water jet against the appliance to
clean it.

When using the machine in wet rooms (e.g. in
the bathroom only connect it to sockets which
are connected in series with a ground fault
circuit interrupter. In case of doubts, consult an
electrician.

Periodically examine the power cord and
machine for damage. If any damage is found,
do not use the appliance but contact your
service centre for repair.

If the power supply cord is damaged, it must be
replaced by the manufacturer, its service
centres or similarly qualified people in order to
avoid a hazard.

If an extension cord is used, the plug and
socket must be of watertight construction.

Before vacuuming liquids, check the float
functions correctly. When vacuuming liquids,
and when the tank is full, a float closes
suction opening, and the vacuum operation
is interrupted. Then switch off the machine,
disconnect the plug and empty the tank.
Regularly clean the water level limiting device
(float) and examine it for signs of damages.

If the machine overturns, it would be
recommended to stand it up before switching
off.

If foam or liquid escape from the appliance,
switch off immediately.

The equipment should not be used to vacuum
water from containers, lavatories, tubs, etc.

Before emptying the tank, switch off the
machine and disconnect the plug from the
power outlet.

o Aggressive solvents or detergents should not

be used.

Service and repairs must be carried out by
qualified personnel only. Only use Trend
original spare parts for service repair.

e The manufacturer cannot be held responsible
for any damage/injury caused to persons,
animals or property caused by misuse of the
appliance.

Do not vacuum flammable or explosive fluids;

for example, benzene, oil, alcohol, solvents. Do
not vacuum hot or burning dust. Do not operate
the machine in rooms where the danger of an
explosion exists. The dusts, vapours or fluids can
ignite or explode. The vacuum cleaner may not
be used as a water pump. The vacuum cleaner
is intended for vacuuming air and water mixtures.
Before any work on the vacuum cleaner itself,
pull the mains plug.

NOTE: The requirements for the ingress degree
(dust category M) have only been proven for dry
vacuuming.

e Remove the collection bag and cartridge filter,
empty the container and fit the polyurethane
foam filter before wet vacuuming.

¢ Fit the polyurethane foam filter around the
float cage.

auto-start switch dial is set to g ON.

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MAINTENANCE
AND SERVICE

e Before any work on the vacuum cleaner itself,
isolate from the power supply.

e For safe use and to ensure the appliance
works properly, always keep the vacuum
cleaner and ventilation slots clean.

o Wear a dust protection mask when

maintaining and cleaning the vacuum cleaner.

If the replacement of the power cable is
necessary, this has to be done by a
Service Agent in order to avoid a safety
hazard.

e A dust-technical inspection is to be carried out
at least once every year by the manufacturer
or an instructed person, e.g. for damage of
the filter, tightness against leakage of the
vacuum cleaner and function of the control
unit.

For category M vacuum cleaners that were
in contaminated environments, the
exterior as well as all machine parts
should be cleaned or treated with sealants.

When performing maintenance and repair
work, all contaminated components that
cannot be cleaned satisfactory must be
disposed of.

e Such components must be disposed
of in impermeable plastic bags conforming
with the valid national regulations for the
disposal of such waste.

For maintenance on behalf of the user, the
vacuum cleaner must be disassembled, cleaned
and maintained as far as feasible, without
causing a risk for the maintenance personnel or
other persons. Prior to disassembly, the vacuum
cleaner should be cleaned in order to prevent
any risks. The room/enclosure in which the
vacuum cleaner is disassembled should be well
ventilated. Wear personal protective equipment
during maintenance. After maintenance of the
appliance, the maintenance area should be
cleaned.

It is recommended however that this filter be
replaced every six months, or in relation to the
frequency of use and to the type of dirt.

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Polyurethane Foam Filter

The polyurethane foam filter must be cleaned
regularly by brushing and/or by washing

with water and neutral detergent. It is also
recommended that this filter be replaced
regularly, depending on frequency of use and
type of dirt.

Motor Outlet (Carbon) and

Air Outlet (HEPA) Filters

These filters must be replaced regularly with new
filters at least every six months, and in any case
according to the type of dirt and frequency

of use.

Careful cleaning, maintenance and replacement
of filters are essential to guarantee:

o Maximum efficiency of the appliance.

o Reduction of dust returned to the
environment.

e Optimal cooling of the motor.

WARNING: Do not clean these
filters with water.

Lubrication

e Your appliance requires no additional
lubrication.

Storage
o Empty the container.

e Clean the vacuum inside and outside, refer to
the Cleaning section.

o Clean or replace filters, refer to the Filters
section.

o To prevent back injuries, remove a full
disposal collection bag, or drain vacuumed up
fluid before transporting the vacuum cleaner.

¢ Wind the cable around the carrying handle
and wrap suction hose around container.

e Carry the vacuum cleaner only by the
carrying handle.
